2009 ANNUAL REPORT

Whilst it was a disappointment not to win the 1% X1 Premier league title for a third consecutive
year, the 2009 season was another highly successful one for the club. The 1% XI finished just
6 points behind Sutton in the race for the Championship but 42 points ahead of the 3" placed
club in what was a two horse race. We did however have the satisfaction of beating Sutton
twice in the league and also in our Twenty20 cup run. This cup run was undoubtedly the
season’s highlight as the club won the Surrey title, the South East Regional title and from an
entry of 541 clubs won through to contest the Finals day at the Derby CCC ground, appearing
live on Sky TV. Sadly we were defeated in the semi-final but the cup run was a tremendous
achievement.

The 2™ X finished third in their Premier league and the 3" Xl finished as runners up. Add to
that the fact that the 4™ X| improved their position in their league and that the 5" XI managed
to just maintain their Premier league status in the 4™ XI Surrey Championship league and you
can see that the senior playing side of the club enjoyed another very successful year. The
Cavaliers and the 6™ X| continue to flourish and whilst the Sunday Trust league side did not
enjoy its best year, the Ladies section continues to develop and will benefit enormously from
the new nets.

The investment in the new artificial nets was a highlight of the year and our thanks go to the
ECB for granting 75% of the required £53k investment and to John and Brenda Millard for
making their land available. It is a much-needed asset, which will be invaluable to the
development of the playing side of the club, and the Youth section in particular.

The Youth section goes from strength to strength, under Jim Harmer's guidance, and the
number of youngsters seeking to join grows each year. Whilst we do our best to
accommodate as many as possible we sadly do not have the infrastructure to meet the
demand and have to disappoint many youngsters, who we try to place with other clubs’ youth
sections. We still struggle to find sufficient pitches to stage the enormous number of matches
we play, at both senior and junior level, and sadly no further progress has been made to
significantly improve and expand the clubhouse needs.

The NatWest Cricket Force initiative from the ECB in April was a huge success in getting
members to volunteer to assist with jobs about the club during one weekend in April and
several thousand pounds were saved in painting the clubhouse and surrounds and erecting
fencing in the new net area. Subsequently the shower and toilet areas have been redecorated
and new carpets fitted in the changing rooms. This is however really only papering over the
cracks of our real needs.

The club is in the process of finalising negotiations with all our tenant clubs with a view to
signing new leases. This process was delayed until such time as the site for our new nets was
known. The AGM papers for last year outlined the need to review the Constitution of the Club,
whether we should become a Community Amateur Sports Club, the creation of a new Trust
Deed and a detailed examination of officers liabilities. Whilst meetings have taken place with
lawyers on these matters it is sad to report that little progress has been made as unfortunately
the workloads falling on the officers of the club are now simply too great. The need for a paid
administrator and possible steward becomes ever nearer.

These are some of the very major issues and decisions facing the club to ensure that we
maintain the recent successes and the excellent spirit that has existed for many years.

We sadly have to report the loss of one of the club’s Vice Presidents and longest serving
members in Peter Martin. Peter had served the club in so many capacities over the years and
was much respected and will be missed greatly. His memory will live on through the “Major's
Trophy”, which will be played for annually between the Club and the Mogador Wanderers. We
also lost another good supporter in Bill Bentley during the year.

The individual team reports, where submitted, appear in detail below.




1% XI Report It was a disappointment for the 1% XI not to win the league for a third straight
year but there were nevertheless some very good results achieved throughout the season,
not least the performances against the Champions, Sutton.

Skipper lan Hewett feels the final result of missing out on the title by less than 1 game was
indicative of the season itself. The quality of cricket that had brought recent championships
was produced at times but the consistency was lacking and ultimately this was the difference
between Sutton, who were deserved champions, and the Priory. The loss of three of our first
five matches was indicative of this inconsistency.

The loss of Aaron Pope, for the season, through injury in the 7™ over of the first game, was a
huge blow to the side and cost us dearly in those first few matches. This highlighted his .
importance to the team and its success, and we wish him well in his recovery from knee k
surgery and look forward to welcoming him back to lead the attack in 2010.

There were encouraging signs for the future with the introduction of several promising new
players to the team, namely Richard Stephens, Jon Perkins and Darryl King, who all showed
sufficient promise to suggest they will be regular 1% team players for several years to come.
The improvement of Jonathan Gale towards the end of the year and contributions from many
of the younger players in the 1% XI squad is further encouragement.

Special mention must go to Chris Murtagh who once again showed the consistency and
leadership that makes him one of the finest players in the league. He comfortably topped the
league averages with over 600 runs at an average of 76. In addition the leadership he
showed during the club’s successful Twenty/20 campaign was exemplary as he led the side
to the Cockspur Cup National Finals at Derby. This was a fantastic effort by the club and a
real highlight to end the season, resulting in the club appearing live on Sky TV.

There were some incredible performances throughout the lead up to the finals, namely by
Simon Ecclestone, lan Hewett, Chris Murtagh and Jason Roy, who all showed just how far
those pink balls can go! The result on finals day was a disappointment but to win through to
the last 4 was a proud achievement.

lan Hewett has returned to Australia after three hugely successful years and will be sorely
missed in every respect. His 48 wickets in 2009 at just 12.25 each will be difficult to replace
and his batting, fielding and leadership have been invaluable to the team and a credit to the
Championship. He will be a huge loss next season.

Simon and Daryl King shared 60 wickets between them and should improve still further and
with promising young quick bowlers like Richard Stephens, Alex Mendis and Stephen Warner
challenging, competition for places should be high.

The batting inconsistencies were to some extent influenced by only three appearances from
Simon Ecclestone but with young Brett Forsyth scoring over 500 runs and newcomer Perkins
arriving there was no shortage of competition for the top batting spots.

Finally mention must be made of Matt Bennett behind the stumps, who not only started to
rediscover his batting form but beat his own league record with 41 wicket keeping victims.

2™ X1 Report The 2™ X enjoyed a successful year and finished 3™ but there was a definite
feeling that greater success could have been achieved. Four matches in the longer format
were drawn when victories beckoned and it was probably the lack of real match winning
bowlers that ultimately was the Achilles heel of the side. Stephen Warner is excluded from
that as his 26 wickets at 12.85 was an indication of real pace and aggression. Alex Mendis
showed similar attributes later in the season on his return from a long-term injury, a fate
suffered by veteran medium pacer, David Edge, who was missed.

The side lacked an established spin bowler but Chris Wigley developed nicely as the season
progressed and ended up with 14 wickets whilst both Ali Bird and Phil Davies had their
moments,

The side was rarely short of runs and despite several 1% X| call ups, Jon Gale top scored with
almost 400 runs at 55. Newcomer Jon Perkins notched an early ton and disappeared to the
ones but Bird, Tame, Morgan, Mills and Rosenegk usually guaranteed competitive totals.
Two young newcomers to take the eye were Fraser MacDonald and John Smith and we
expect to see much more from these young men in the coming years.

Stuart Mills, behind the stumps, always managed to lift the side and when missing, young
David Ramsden stepped up from the 3s to show that there is plenty of quality competition
coming through from the youth section and lower sides.

The outstanding performances of the year came from Oliver Tame at Normandy, who scored
his maiden century in the first innings, followed by a five-wicket haul in the second innings;
schoolboy John Faal scoring 109 not out against Normandy in the return fixture; and Steve
Cross taking 7-23 in an inspired spell against Spencer, in what was the 3™ XI's most
impressive win of the year.

Top wicket taker was the ever-present James Brickley with 26 at 15.38, with Cross probably
the pick of the year's regular bowlers, taking 22 at 14.18. Quick bowlers Irffan Hameed and
Jamie Lenney came into the team in the second half of the season, and look excellent
prospects for next year with both bat and ball.

A lack of consistency in the batting line-up had a big impact on the season. Jimmy Skitt was
leading run scorer with 287 for the season at 28.7, and John Faal topped the batting averages
at 82.67 for his 6 games. David Ramsden continues to impress behind the stumps, and Andy
Hook’s fielding lifted the team at often crucial moments.

Whilst always having a full team, the fact that the 6™ X| used over 70 players in their 2nd year
shows a lack of regular availability. Thanks go to those who did make time, particularly Chris
Hannigan and Alan Goodwin, who shared the captaincy and made the matches fun for those
taking part. Alan top scored, Jon Guise squeezed in with the best batting average and Martin
Fearon again performed well with bat and ball.

Many outstanding performances came from those making occasional appearances. A new
record highest innings came from Will Massey with 154 against Hook. Jon Guise and Kyle
Haughton both made centuries, as did Alan. Some of the other heart-warming innings came
from youngsters. Tayler Phelps played twice, hitting 66 and 55*. Ben Baker made 94 against
Henfield at the lovely Hurstpierpoint College ground where Jordan Bunyan made 21 and took
3 catches keeping wicket. Olly Altendorf played beautifully against Wimbledon, making 84
against some good quality bowling and Ed Bush made his first 50.

On the bowling front, Chris was top wicket-taker and Rupert had the best average of the

‘regulars’, but again the lads were amongst those putting in special performances. Fred
Wilkins left it until our last match to play his game of the season, taking 5 for 55 (and making
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63 not out). Ed Robey took 3 for 6 against Hook and Harvey Kellard 6 for 24 in his two
matches.

Varying strength caused fluctuating results: Against Crowborough, we hit a new record score
of 291, the following week, we were skittled by the Presidents Xl for 70 and a month later, we
were setting a new record of 330 at Hook. It was another successful year of healthy fun
although better availability next year might result in a few more wins.

Cavaliers Report The Cavaliers had another successful season, winning 10 games
and thus matching last year's record. The batsmen took centre stage, having a bumper
season and chasing scores to win 9 times. Forcing a win by bowling out the opposition was
much more difficult. Excellent wins were achieved against strong teams such as Paddington,
Chipstead and Three Bridges but disappointingly 6 games were lost, including a horrible
batting collapse against Nutfield. Once again a vast multitude of players were used, 54 in
total.

The batting success was remarkable, compared to 2008, as a massive 18 fifties and 4
centuries were scored this year (it was 5 and 2 last season). The highlight was Darryl
Johnson's excellent form and his first 6 innings included 3 fifties and 2 centuries. He batted
with deceptive ease and was responsible for setting the tone of increased batting confidence
for the team. He deservedly topped the run-scoring charts and averages and put on a record
184 for the 2™ wicket with Crispin Blunt at Merstham. However the highest partnershlp of the
year was between Harry Mclnley and Matt Denchfield, a massive 221 for the 1% wicket
against Badgers in which both scored centuries.

The rest of the batters also enjoyed themselves as the statistics show. Matt Packham twice
scored fifties to win games and two more record partnershlps were created, as Joel Miller
and 14 year old Harvey Kellard put on 104* for the 7™ wicket against Horsley and Send and
then an amazing 10™ wicket stand of 74* between Chris Nazer and Tom Chellis pulled off a
miraculous win against Old Woking. Chris’ score of 1* out of 113 runs scored while at the
crease was one of the innings of the season.

The bowlers had a tougher job throughout the dry summer and the spin bowling of Andy
Lewis and Jiva DeLambert was key.  The leading wicket-taker was however Chris Nazer
whose swing bowling increased in skill and confidence through the year and he finished with
24 wickets with Matt Packham on 22. Matt was always a threat with the ball, and this, along
with his improving batting and his willingness to take responsibility on and off the pitch made it
easy to forget he is still only an U-15 colt.

The Cavalier's main failing throughout the year was not the inability to take wickets, but
shoddy fielding. The team missed Matt Denchfield behind the stumps and a succession of fill-
in keepers could not set the same example.

Youth Report Every year we try to do something bigger or better than the year before and
the installation of the new nets is a huge step forward in improving our practice facilities, to
bring us more into line with the growth in number of youngsters we have at the club — now
well over 300 in the u/7 to u/18 ages. Big thanks go to Andy Packham for driving the project
through, to the ECB for supplying 75% of the costs and to John and Brenda Millard for
allowing the club to use their land for the purpose. Thanks also to ail those who contributed
towards the cost, including some very generous donations.

Our successes this year came mainly in the East Surrey League, being league champions at
u/8, u/12 and u/15 South and Cup winners at u/10 and u/14. Now the u/12s and u/14s are not
renowned as regular winners, so these results are particularly heart-warming and
congratulations go to lan Strathern, Andy Barratt and their teams. The lack of silverware in
the stronger NEC league was, however, a little disappointing.

One of the many purposes of running a junior section is to develop cricketers for the future
health of the club. We have a good number of youngsters in Surrey age group squads and
many other talented and enthusiastic players who we hope will develop into senior players in
the years ahead. A challenge for the club now is to assist these youngsters to reach their full £
potential. The Winter academy has been running for a number of years to assist our most -
talented players, but we will attempt to broaden and deepen this help as far as resources
allow so that we can see more of our ‘home grown’ cricketers in our 1% team in future. We will
need more people to be involved in the performance improvement area of our work. It is
rewarding to see our young players progressing into senior teams and this year’s winner of
the Keble Guy trophy for the young player succeeding at senior level went to Oliver Hartley.

A busy awards night saw some 30 lads collect their trophies from lan Hewett, a few days

before his return to Australia. “Hewey” has been very supportive of our young players during
his 3 years with us and we were sad to have to say goodbye. But we have dozens of good
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
